Splash! Splack! Heave a boulder into a pond, and you will get
drenched with the splash and subsequent waves. Toss in a pebble or
two. As the pebbles skip you hear gentle plops and see ripples fading
outward. Life challenges can be boulders or pebbles depending upon
our perception. The boulder is an onerous, overwhelming challenge
that is an unwelcomed edition to your life. Life challenges that we
view as opportunities to deepen our awareness of our life purposes
are the skipping pebbles. By shifting our perception, we can engage in
our challenges with a light heart and joy-filled being.

When we allow our emotions to overwhelm us; the challenge be-
comes insurmountable, and we are unable to look past the boulder
facade. The illusion of difficulty grows with unnerving clarity until we
are unable to see past the facade of difficulty we have created. At
that point, we pick up the boulder; and with grim determination we
hurdle it away from us saying, “Be gone!” We heave the imaginary
boulder with all our might and the boulder lands mere inches from
us. We find ourselves drenched in desolation, and the boulder chal-
lenge sits defiantly in our pond. Our despair blinds us, and we are un-
able to that the boulder is really just a pebble. The pebble becomes
an aggravation in our shoe unless we remove the pebble and skip it
across the pond.

At other times we are able to view the challenge through objective
eyes. The boulders shrink before our eyes until they become pebbles
that we can hold them lightly in the palm of our hand. Perhaps we
toss the pebbles to become aware of their weight and size and shape.
Soon we are tossing them to the rhythm of our life or perhaps they
are leading us in a new rhythm. We dance with our pebble challenge.
Through this partnership the lesson becomes ingrained in our life
dance. In the moment we learn the lesson, the pond calls to us. And,
with a flick of our wrist, the stone sails from our hand and we watch
as it skips across the water. One, two, three...do you see? Lessons
learned; no bridges burned — only wondrous delight of the iridescent
glow of love and joy and delight settling into our being.

Boulders or stones...the lesson is the same lesson whether we pack-
age it in a heavy, insurmountable boulder or as an instrument joy.
Either way the challenge is the key to create new patterns in our lives.
Ask yourself, “Do | want to heave a boulder and throw out my back?”
